...the probability of someone embracing Jesus as his or her Savior was 32 percent for those between
the ages of 5 and 12; 4 percent for those in the 13-18 range; and 6 percent for people 19 or older. In
otherworld's, if people do not embrace Jesus Christ as their Savior before they reach their teenage
years, the chance of their doing so at all is slim.

One third of all students that attended VBS and our tween camp last year do not attend a Church. A
large majority of kids that attend VBS only come to Church during camps, special events and major
holidays.
