A FEW THOUGHTS FROM THE PASTOR….. 

I have a two things on my mind as I write for the March edition of  the church newsletter.  Take a 
few moments to read these and consider how each might impact your personal life. 

February is Black History month.  In the news, in special programming, at work, school and 
even at church, people are giving consideration to the history of  African Americans in the 
United States.  In the early years of  our nation, it was not a good history.  The nature of  
humans seems to have always had a need to enslave other people (who are in some way   
different from themselves.)  That is largely the way many Africans became Americans….as 
property.  It did not set well with everyone and efforts were constantly underway to change 
the culture.  It wasn‟t until the Civil War that change BEGAN to take place. 

Anyone who lived through the 1940‟s-1970‟s knows that there 
was considerable unsettledness as Blacks were repressed, the 
days of  Dr. Martin Luther King Jr., bussing of  school       
children to areas other than where they lived….all efforts to 
“push” for   equalization of  rights for African Americans 
(who were/are fully citizens of  the nation).  Let me just say 
that there is clear progress that has been made in our nation 
….and that there is clear need for further progress.  There is 
something wrong when such a high percentage of  prison  
inmates are of  ethnic minority groups, many who are Black.  
The church has a role in speaking and working for more     
justice in our culture. 

On a totally different note, I want to offer a bit of  a challenge to you regarding our corporate 
level of  financial support for the church.  While this is considered a “sensitive” subject for 
many, I don‟t shy away from it at all.  It is the responsibility of  every member of  the church 
to give generously to the ministry of  their church. And I deeply believe that the work of  
our church is very important and needs the commitment of  all members.  To be clear, I 
never see/know who is giving how much to the church.  I have no need to.  I have seen a 
range of  giving for those who pledge to the church and agree with our lay leadership that 
there is significant room for improvement.  That breakdown generated by our financial  
secretary simply shows how many pledgers are giving in each of  several levels of  giving.  
Based on the information we all have about the median household income in our area, 
there is room for many of  us to step up our giving.  This may not apply to you.  It certainly 
applies to a number of  persons in our congregation.  As we learn more about the spiritual 
disciplines of  prayer, daily devotions and worship, let me encourage you all to join me in 
raising our levels of  regular giving.  It, too, is a spiritual discipline.
