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Important News from the Finance Team 

Time to Step Up 
Our current financial condition remains challenging.  As of September 30th, we have a cumulative loss of $37,863.  
Cumulative YTD expenses continue to be in line with those budgeted.  However, cumulative YTD income is still 
lagging behind the budgeted income.  The Finance Team has taken the following action: 

Emails were sent to pledge givers requesting pledge commitments be current 
All teams have been asked to reduce/eliminate any non-essential expenses 
A brief summary of our financial condition has been posted at various locations on the church’s premises and 

within each Sunday’s bulletin.  
Your attention to this important financial matter is appreciated. 
Our Stewardship campaign ends on November 4th.  Hopefully, everyone has carefully reviewed the information 
contained within their pledge packets.  The teams are seeking to implement a number of wonderful programs and 
projects in 2012 that may come to fruition.  Your pledge commitment can help to make that happen.   
Here is a pledge-giving comparison sheet showing the categories from the previous years.  This chart will give you 
an idea of past giving levels:

Youth Ministry 

Notes from Nate: 
 
Who are you? I have heard many responses to this question over the years. Some 
might declare they are a mother or father, while others might explain that they are a 
salesman, computer programmer, manager, or student. Athlete, musician, model,   
actor, or another talent might be the answer for others. This might be a simple an-
swer for some, and more complex for others. 
 What it boils down to is how we define who we are. Do we use a talent, or what we do best, or are 
most proud of as who we are?  This presents a problem for us. What happens when this changes? What  
happens when our job changes? What happens when we can no longer run or sing? We are left with a crisis, 
a crisis of identity, wondering who we are. 
 We often characterize youth of trying to figure out their identity. If we are honest, we will admit that 
we all struggle with this at points in our life. The good news is there an identity to own. To accept as our  
primary identity that will not change. One that no one can take from you! Accept this identity and it changes 
your priorities. It provides rest and grace so desperately needed. This identity gives you an anchor point for 
your life. Paul, who we have been talking about in church, points us to this one true identity in Galatians, 
Philippians, and Ephesians.

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What is Advent? 

The Season of Advent/ Anticipation and Hope 

The word Advent means "coming" or "arrival." The focus of the entire season is the celebration of the birth of Jesus 
the Christ in his First Advent, and the anticipation of the return of Christ the King in his Second Advent. Thus, Advent 
is far more than simply marking a 2,000 year old event in history. It is celebrating a truth about God, the revelation of 
God in Christ whereby all of creation might be reconciled to God. That is a process in which we now participate, and 
the consummation of which we anticipate. Scripture reading for Advent will reflect this emphasis on the Second   
Advent, including themes of accountability for faithfulness at His coming, judgment on sin, and the hope of eternal 

life. 

Small Things and Possibility: An Advent Reflection 

 We live in a world in which bigger and better define our expectations for much of life. We have become so 
enamored by super size, super stars, and high definition that we tend to view life through a lens that so magnifies 
what we expect out of the world that we tend not to see potential in small things. But as the prophet Zechariah     
reminds us (Zech 4:10), we should not "despise the day of small things," because God does some of his best work 

with small beginnings and impossible situations. 

 It is truly a humbling experience to read back through the Old Testament and see how frail and imperfect all 
the "heroes" actually are. Abraham, the coward who cannot believe the promise. Jacob, the cheat who struggles 
with everybody. Joseph, the immature and arrogant teen. Moses, the impatient murderer who cannot wait for God. 
Gideon, the cowardly Baal-worshipper. Samson, the womanizing drunk. David, the power abusing adulterer.      
Solomon, the unwise wise man. Hezekiah, the reforming king who could not quite go far enough. And finally, a very 

young Jewish girl from a small village in a remote corner of a great empire. 

 It never ceases to amaze me that God often begins with small things and inadequate people. It certainly 
seems that God could have chosen "bigger" things and "better" people to do His work in the world. Yet if God can 
use them, and reveal Himself through them in such marvelous ways, it means that He might be able to use me,   
inadequate, and unwise, and too often lacking in faith that I am. And it means that I need to be careful that I do not in 
my own self-righteousness put limits on what God can do with the smallest things, the most unlikely of people, in the 

most hopeless of circumstances. I think that is part of the wonder of the Advent Season. 

I am convinced that one of the main purposes of the incarnation of Jesus was to provide hope. While most people 
today want to talk about the death of Jesus and the Atonement of sins, the early Church celebrated the Resurrection 
and the hope it embodied. It was a proclamation of a truth that rang throughout the Old Testament, that endings are 
not always endings but are opportunities for God to bring new beginnings. The Resurrection proclaimed that truth 

even about humanityôs greatest fear, death itself. 

Both the season of Advent and the season of Lent are about hope. It is not just hope for a better day or hope for the 
lessening of pain and suffering, although that is certainly a significant part of it. It is more about hope that human 
existence has meaning and possibility beyond our present experiences, a hope that the limits of our lives are not 
nearly as narrow as we experience them to be. It is not that we have possibility in ourselves, but that God is a God 

of new things and so all things are possible (Isa 42:9, Mt 19:26, Mk 14:36) 

My experience tells me that those who have suffered and still hope understand far more about God and about life 
than those who have not. Maybe that is what hope is about: a way to live, not just to survive, but to live authentically 
amidst all the problems of life with a Faith that continues to see possibility when there is no present evidence of it, 
just because God is God. That is also the wonder of Advent.
