Glad
you asked. Actually, I was speaking to a good friend who raised the subject with me and I
thought I might address it here. The answer is: both.

We are and always have been and always will be, “Faith United Methodist Church.” We
are a “mission station” planted here in the Issaquah/Sammamish area in 1983 to bring a
United Methodist presence to this area which was on the verge of significant growth at
that time. We are one of about 230 United Methodist churches (mission stations) in the

state of Washington and Northern Idaho (this area comprises the Pacific Northwest
Conference of the UMC).

All of our legal paperwork says we are Faith United Methodist Church.

So why the name FAITH CHURCH? Actually, most people have referred to us as Faith
Church for years, largely because it’s easier to say (takes less time). The same “shortened
version” of a church name, has occurred with many, many congregations. So, you see
recently the use of the shortened version of our name on letterhead, web sites, signs and
posters. It is a new look to a familiar shortened version of our name.

The new look is something of a “brand” for us and the more we use it, the more we will
be known with the visual displays in the community.

I really like being a United Methodist Church. We are a non-condemning congregation
that seeks to be inclusive (Open Minds, Open Hearts, Open Doors). We are grace filled,
compassionate, mission minded. We “Do no harm; Do Good; Attend to the Ordinances
of God.” We are seekers of social justice. We believe we are all to be servant disciples in
the Body of Christ.

I also really like that you are part of this congregation. We have learned a lot
in our 28 year history and we have a lot to learn in the years to come. We will
always be the United Methodist congregation that is known as FAITH
CHURCH. We live by faith.

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Important News from the Finance Team

We want to provide you with an update on our church’s financial
f condition and to announce the start of a very exciting Stewardship

/ campaign.

August has proven to be a challenging month for Faith Church.
Monthly expenses increased significantly in August; although, on a year
-to-date basis, actual expenses are even with budgeted expenses.
Unfortunately, on a year-to-date basis, actual income continues to lag
behind budgeted income. We are only collecting about 85 percent of
pledge commitments and the loose plate income received (non-pledge givers) is also significantly
below budget. The result is that as of August 31, 2011, we are showing a year-to-date loss of
$35,304.

While this information is somewhat disconcerting, the Finance Team promised to talk straight with
you, whether the information was good, bad or indifferent. We know that if we communicate and
inform you of the church’s financial condition, you will respond accordingly. That is the history at
Faith Church. We are fortunate to have a wonderful congregation that responds to challenges. We
have done so in the past and we can do so now. So what can you do? Please keep your pledge
commitments up to date. You may have received a letter from the Finance Team requesting you to
do so. Thanks to all who have responded to our request. Also, while it’s been a difficult financial
year for many, others may be doing better financially. If so, please consider increasing your pledge
commitment and sharing your financial success.

Our support and ministry teams have done an excellent job of staying within budget. However,
given the income shortfall we are experiencing, they are prepared to spend only what they need to
maintain the viability of their respective programs for the remainder of the year, irrespective of the
funds within their budgets.

By working together, this financial challenge can be met head-on. The Finance Team has taken
steps to keep you informed of our ongoing financial condition. For example, financial information
will be posted in the lobby, in the church office in the Talbert Building, and in the bulletin every
Sunday. If you have any questions, please talk to a member of the Finance Team (listed below).

Turning our sights to 2012, please get ready for an exciting Stewardship campaign which will kick
off on  Sunday, October 9. The theme of this year’s campaign, developed by our marketing
team, is IMPACT. Make One! What a fitting title! Here’s why: your financial contributions will
have a positive impact on the scope, variety and number of exceptional programs that our ministry
teams offer. The more successful our Stewardship campaign, the more we can do to support our
church, our community and God. What a wonderful win-win situation.

This year, we will provide you with information about the following:

Exciting programs that our ministry teams are seeking to offer in 2012,

Expense numbers for some basic services. For example, do you know what it costs each year
to heat our church?

Corporate Match Programs. Some of the companies we work for will match your financial
contribution to Faith Church dollar for dollar. Others offer a payroll deduction service,
which may not be matched, but is an easy way to contribute to Faith Church.

Online Giving Programs: A simple method to contribute to Faith Church without writing a
check or bringing money to church. Once signed up, your financial support to Faith Church
is on auto-pilot. Nothing more for you to do. And you have the flexibility of making
changes or canceling this arrangement anytime you want.

One of our goals this year is to receive 90 percent of completed pledge cards prior to the end of
the four week Stewardship campaign. Why is this so important? It allows the Finance Team to
arrive at an income number that we have a high confidence of achieving. This number will be
used to determine the amounts that teams have to spend in 2012. By having a realistic income
number, we are less prone to financial challenges later in the year, and we have a higher degree
of confidence that funds will be available to the teams as they spend within their budgets.

The bottom line is PLEASE return your pledge cards as soon as possible. This will go a long way
in helping to make our Stewardship campaign a successful one.

Thank you for your continual support. You have been generous with your prayers, time and
financial giving. We have a great congregation at Faith Church and are truly blessed by God’s
grace.
