FUMC Right on Budget for 2010  -- All Pledge Cards needed for 2011 

The Finance Team is happy to report that the Church was positive for 2010 by a whopping 
$1700.   We had income of  $646,000 and expenses of  $644,300.   

A few highlights: 

-Paid down $35,000 in debt.   Outstanding debt stands at $445,000 on the combined   
Sanctuary and Modular loans that we consolidated in 2010. 

-Increased our Emergency Fund $10,000 to $66,000 

-Funded a new van,  painted the classrooms on the lower campus and funded new       
windows upstairs in the Talbert Building among other projects. 

-Fully funded our apportionments to the Conference 

-Supported our ministry and missions teams in their efforts.

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I struggled to find the Higher Power of  my understanding 

I am extremely grateful to Al-Anon for helping me find my spirituality regardless of  my lack of  
religious conviction. I am an atheist. I do not believe that any kind of  God exists. 

It‘s been very difficult to make the Al-Anon program work for me when I don‘t see spiritual    
matters in the same way as the wording of  the Steps and much of  Conference Approved           
Literature assumes I will. 

I do not relate to a religious God. This isn‘t a reaction to religion being forced upon me in my 
childhood; it wasn‘t. I just see things differently. 

I feel a little isolated, not being able to share my lack of  religious conviction with most Al-Anon 
members. Earlier in my recovery, I felt somewhat defensive about it. I struggled with how to     
interpret Steps Two and Three with honesty and conviction and feel genuinely ready to progress 
to the rest of  Steps. 

But the program has worked its magic and now I have reached a place in my recovery where I 
don‘t feel compelled to defend my views. Today, my interpretation of  a Higher Power is a personal 
matter, emerging and evolving over time. 

As long as I am content with the Higher Power of  my understanding, that‘s all that matters. At 
first, the group was my Higher Power—and the experience, strength, and hope of  everyone in it. 
Then, an Al-Anon friend shared another possibility. I can believe in and aspire to Higher Powers 
like Honesty, Generosity, Unconditional Love, Optimism, and Patience. 

There are many other aspects to my Higher Power too, such as the peace and beauty of  the     
natural world, my intuition, and my quiet inner voice. 

My Sponsor has strong religious convictions. She also has great recovery and is completely       
non-judgmental and able to accept me exactly as I am. Her acceptance has helped me                
immeasurably. 

Today, my spiritual relationship with a Power greater than myself  is that sense of  inner harmony – 
serenity— I sense when I follow the principles of  the program.
