Trust in the Lord and He will provide. In this time of giving, that lesson has been reinforced for
us on the finance team over the last month.

The Team Leaders have continued to do a great job controlling expenses and as a result, we’re 96%
of our projected expenses YID 11/30/2011. The response from the congregation to our com-
munications regarding our shortfall in pledge income has helped us to catch up and we’ve col-
lected 92% of what is expected year to date. The outcome of all this is that we’ve narrowed the
Operating cash shortfall from $13,518 at the end of October to $3,282 at the end of November.

In November, we completed the 2012 budgeting process. Team Leaders were presented the pro-
jected income of $589,000 for 2012. With some truly inspiring teamwork, the Team Leaders were
able to work together to come up with the compromises necessary to trim planned expenses and
produce a balanced budget. Our 2012 budget, approved at the All Church Conference, will main-
tain a strong program of ministry for the congregation and community.

Thank you for your support. May the Lord’s blessings be with you in the New Year.
